Rolly was transferred to the Pu Mat rescue center on
August 31, 2020 by the Environmental police
department and investigation agency of Nam Dan
District, Nghe An province, after they had arrested and
confiscated Rolly from an illegal wildlife trader.

Before arriving at the Pu Mat rescue center, Rolly had a
necrosis of one of the hind legs, the effect of a snare
trap used by hunters as well as being put in a foam box
with ice as Rolly was being transported for
consumption. The veterinarian team provided special
care to Rolly, unfortunately, after 10 days, the wound
was getting worse and surgery was required to remove
the necrotic leg.

Rolly was transferred to Cuc Phuong for the surgery,
after the surgery, further tests were undertaken, where
it was found that she was pregnant. Rolly was moved
to the quarantine area for rehabilitation and
pregnancy care. In January 2021, Rolly gave birth to a
very cute baby pangolin and we named it Chie.

6 months after the birth of Chie, both mother and baby
were moved to the semi-wild area for training and
assessment of their abilities to be released back into
the wild. With the help and guidance of her mother,
Chie met the conditions set for release on February 18,
2022. Unfortunately, due to the loss of her limb and her
difficulties in climbing and hunting for food, Rolly can
not go with Chie.

The fate of the pangolin species of Vietnam is very
dangerous, and we need everyone's help and
commitment not to eat meat, use scales, or be
involved in the illegal wildlife trade, we will hopefully
be able to save this species from extinction.

Sunny's story is one of survival and hope amidst the horrors of illegal
wildlife trade. The pangolin was cruelly snatched from her natural habitat
in Nghi Loc district, Nghe An province, but thankfully, she was rescued by
the police and brought to the SVW rescue center on November 9, 2021.

However, Sunny's ordeal was far from over. She had a broken and necrotic
hind leg, which the veterinarians had to amputate to save her life. During
the surgery, they discovered that she was pregnant, and Sunny was
transferred to a special care area to recover and support her pregnancy.

On March 8, 2022, the miracle of life occurred, and Sunny gave birth to a
beautiful baby pangolin named Ant, weighing only 90 grams. Ant's name
reflects the team's hope that she will grow to be resilient and strong,
despite her delicate appearance.

Sadly, Sunny's lost leg means she cannot adapt to life in the wild, but she
has found a new role as an education ambassador at the center.
Meanwhile, Ant will be trained by her mother to survive and will be
released back into the wild when the time is right. Despite the odds,
Sunny and Ant's story is a testament to the strength and resilience of
these incredible animals.

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Mr. B's heartbreaking story began when he was confiscated from a local
hotel by the Binh Dinh Forest Protection Department. He had been
trapped in a small cage barely larger than a meter square for 14 long
years, entertaining tourists. Upon arrival at SVW, he was so weak that he
could only move around one corner of his new enclosure as he had lost
his wild climbing skills.

But Mr. B's spirit was not broken. Our dedicated team worked tirelessly
to teach him how to climb once again. Starting with bits of food placed
low on the branches, he gradually relearned how to climb and move
freely. Today, he climbs with ease in his new home at the rescue center,
where he can live out the rest of his life with dignity and respect.

Unfortunately, captive animals like Mr. B have lost their natural survival
instincts and can't be released to the wild. He now requires daily care
from our veterinary team as he suffers from bone pain due to old age.

Mr. B's story is a reminder to say "No" to captive wildlife as pets. Wild
animals deserve to live in their natural habitats, free from exploitation
and suffering.

However, despite efforts to restore her wild instincts, she
remains overly familiar with humans and cannot be
released back into the wild.

Unfortunately, many animals like Hoi An are not as lucky
and are subjected to abuse and cruelty in circuses. So
let's stand together and say no to the exploitation of
wild animals in circus activities.

Fishcake arrived at the center when she was just a tiny, helpless
creature weighing less than 400 grams. A team of dedicated
veterinarians and staff had to take care of her like a newborn baby,
feeding her milk every two hours during the first month.

Mila, on the other hand, was handed over to SVW by a French
conservationist working in the Central Highlands of Vietnam. She
arrived at the center a little older than Fishcake. Despite their
different backgrounds, both otters have adapted well to their new
home and are healthy and happy. However, due to their
domestication, they cannot be released back into the wild. Please
remember, otters and other wildlife species are not pets, and should

be respected in their natural habitats. Say no to keeping them as pets.

Dai Lai, the first leopard cat to be rescued by SVW, was transferred
from Vinh Phuc Forest Protection Department in 2008. She was
only about three weeks old and weighed 290 grams when a farmer
found her and voluntarily handed her over to the local authority. The
keepers at the center had to provide her with special care, feeding
her with milk and checking her health and physical condition every
day.

Despite living at the center for a long time and being mischievous
and curious, Dai Lai could not return to the wild due to being kept in
captivity from a very young age. However, transferring wildlife to a
wildlife conservation organization or rescue center ensures that the
individual can be cared for in a habitat close to nature and best
suited to the wild behavior of the species.

Say no to keeping wildlife as pets and support wildlife conservation
organizations and rescue centers to protect endangered species
like Dai Lai.

At SVW, he was nurtured and cared for until he was ready to be
released back into the wild. However, despite our efforts to help
him adapt to a semi-wild environment, Meo lacked the necessary
survival instincts to thrive in nature. Every time he was released,
he returned to his familiar enclosure. Eventually, it became clear
that Meo was better off living at the center permanently.

Sadly, Meo's story is not unique. Many wild animals are hunted
and traded, with babies often separated from their mothers
from very early age. In captivity, they lose their natural instincts
and struggle to survive if released back into the wild.

If you love wildlife, doing the right thing means contacting the
nearest rescue center if you find any wild animals in trouble.
